Application Instructions to Petition for Funds





Purpose:


The mission of the Institute for Natural Medicine is to assist in the dissemination of credible information about naturopathic philosophy and natural medicine to consumers, businesses, health care professions, governmental entities and educational institutions through advancement of educational and research activities.





The vision of the Institute for Natural Medicine is to play a leading role in making available:


High quality information to the public


Education to a broad array of health care professions


Support for research in the field of natural health





Funding priorities:


The Institute for Natural Medicine will evaluate each qualifying petition for funds based on the merit of the proposal and its contribution to advancing INM’s mission and vision. The Institute for Natural Medicine Board of Directors has established the following funding priorities.





1. Projects that will provide public or professional education in the field of natural health.





2. Basic and applied research in the field of natural medicine conducted by qualified individuals.





3. Innovative projects designed to improve the quality or delivery of natural medicine education 


    and health care.





Eligibility Criteria:


To be eligible for funding, applicants may be either qualifying non-profit organizations that are tax exempt under Section 501(c) of the IRS code, or individuals or organizations whose qualifications are appropriate to the project proposal. The Institute for Natural Medicine reserves the right to establish additional eligibility criteria based on the nature of the project proposed.





Application Procedure:


1. Complete the Case Statement Petition for funds. Briefly (three to four sentences) describe the 


    objective or purpose of the project, the goals you expect to achieve, and three action steps 


     that will be required to accomplish the objective.


2. Prepare a concept paper (not to exceed five pages, typed and double spaced) that provides a 


clear description of the need for the project, target population/s, specific goals, and measurable outcomes.


3. Prepare a detailed budget. Attach a brief narrative, if desired, discussing strategies for 


    long-term funding and viability.


4. Description of organization or resume/curriculum vita of individual.


5. Copy of IRS tax exempt status letter for 501(c) organizations.

Unfortunately, the Institute for Natural Medicine is not able to fund all worthwhile projects.
